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II. Local Community Needs Assessment Introduction

The completion of a needs assessment every three years is required by the State of Wyoming,
Wyoming Department of Health, Community Services Programs, and is a pre-requisite to a
local entity receiving Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) funds.

The Carbon County Action Program (Tripartite Board) administers the Community Services
Block Grant (CSBG) funds for Carbon County. See Appendix A for a list of members.  The
board is all volunteer.  Gwynn Bartlett, County Clerk conduct the day-to-day activities for
the board.   

Carbon County Wyoming is the third largest county and is located along the southern border
with Colorado, in the central part of the state. The Carbon County Action Program office is
located in Rawlins Wyoming. Neighboring communities of Baggs, Dixon, Elk Mountain,
Encampment, Hanna, Medicine Bow, Rawlins, Riverside, Saratoga and Sinclair are served
by the Carbon County Action Program.  The map below shows the location of the area
served by the CSBG program.

The goal of the 2018 Carbon County Community Survey of Services and Needs was to
provide input to the board in preparing the Community Action Plan. The Plan determines the
need for Community Service Block Grant Funds, and assists the Board in determining the
best uses for those funds.

B. Community Meetings

Community meetings were held in Baggs, Medicine Bow, Rawlins and Saratoga on
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March14-16, 2018.  Notices and advertisements of these meetings are found in Appendix E.
All focus groups were provided with an introduction to the purpose of the needs assessment:

Carbon County through the Carbon County Community Action Committee receives funds
from the State Department of Health.  The Board oversees the award to agencies and
monitors the funds.  Every county in the state receives (CSBG) Community Services Block
Grant funds.   The purpose of the funds is to serve the low income needs of a community. A
requirement of the Block Grant program is to complete a Community Needs Assessment.

$706 in second quarter 2017 or by -13%. The average mobile home lot rent is $313 and the
average monthly rental expense for a mobile home is $513 for a total of $826.

The Carbon County Community Action Committee (Tripartite Board) administers the 
Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) funds for Carbon County.  The board is all 
volunteer.  Gwynn Bartlett, County Clerk conducts the day-to-day activities for the board.
Carbon County Wyoming is the third largest county and is located along the southern border 
with Colorado, in the central part of the state. The Carbon County Action Program office is 
located in Rawlins Wyoming. Neighboring communities of Baggs, Dixon, Elk Mountain, 
Encampment, Hanna, Medicine Bow, Rawlins, Riverside, Saratoga and Sinclair are served 
by the Carbon County Community Action Committee.  The map below shows the location of
the area served by the CSBG program.

Duration Covered for the Plan:  October 1, 2018 
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Carbon County.  Further, long term, the establishment of the crisis center will potentially
reduce criminal offenses for youth by early intervention into the family, connection with
resources and coordinated community involvement. 

The Carbon County Youth Crisis Center provides a safe place for youth to go when there is a
crisis in the family.  While at the Crisis Center staff provides opportunities for families to
meet and discuss what skills they have and how to implement for future situations.  This may
mean helping them provide further support as families seek further resources with counseling
centers, mental health waivers, or other community services. 

This project addresses the CSBG goal to address the needs of youth in low income
communities through youth development programs which support the primary family role,
give priority to prevention of youth crime and problems, promote increased community
coordination and collaboration in meeting youth needs, and support development expansion
of innovative community-based youth development programs that has demonstrated success
in preventing or reducing youth crime.  

The Carbon County Youth Crisis Center has not applied for CSBG FY 2019 funding but has
applied for it in the past.

The process of evaluation includes the following:

1.) Direct Services Provided:  For those services directly provided by sub-grantee
demographic data is collected in the CAP 60 System for all applicants that apply for
all services.
